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Most “boy bands” were prefabricated to posses certain characteristics to guarantee success, because of this 
most groups contained three or more of the ýve or six stereotypical personalities. Whether it is óN SYNC of 
the 90s, New Kids on the Block of the 80s or even the Christian rock bands such as Plus One, you will see 
these personalities emerge in the production of Altar Boyz.

The All American Boy
This band member typically becomes the heart-throb of teenage youth. 
Girls line the sidewalks screaming their names, buying up the issues of 
the popular teen magazine of the time. The All American Boy is also 
typically the bandôs leader. An example of this type would be Justin Tim-
berlake of óN SYNC pictured at the right or Altar Boyz character Mat-
thew (Casey Gensler). 

The Sensitive One
This band member usually is more spirited than the rest. A charming 
personality gets them a long way with adoring fans and the media. This 
member also stays on top of fashion and appeals to their own audience, 
as did Lance Bass of óN SYNC pictured at right or Altar Boyz character 
Mark (Andrew Grosshandler).

The Radical
This band member usually is the one that strays from the pack. Many 
of these personalities end up in rehab for drug or alcohol abuse. This 
member is also the jokester like Altar Boyz character Luke (John Ashley 
Brown) and/or the Mr. Not-so-smart. This character trait was seen in óN 
SYNC band member AJ McLean pictured at right. 

The Serious One
This band member tends to be the thoughtful or clever one. Abraham 
(James LaRosa) in Altar Boyz is the lyric writer for the group and tends 
to be more philosophical. He also is the tie that binds in the end. A simi-
lar boy band member is JC Chasez of óN SYNC pictured at the right.

The Ladies Man
Every band has to have the Mr. Suave or the one that wants to charm all 
the ladies. This character type also has a bit of mystery behind him in one 
form or another. Flirting gets them everywhere. Ladies, watch out for Al-
tar Boyz Juan (JP Moraga) as many did with Ricky Martin from Menudo 
pictured at the right. 
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
