Bruno on drums. Director Fred Weiss will return to FST, after most recently directing A Marvelous Party: The Noél
Coward Celebration. He will be joined by choreographer, JoEllen Kuhiman.

The production design team includes Lauren Feldman as scenic designer, April Soroko as costume designer, Mi-
cheal Foster as lighting designer, John Valines as sound designer, and Michelle Pruiett will act as dance captain for
the production.
