Winning writers will be honored by Florida Studio Theatre in 
the spring.  Teachers may also continue to utilize the Florida Studio Theatre Teaching 
Artists as consultants and resources throughout the remainder of the school year.

3 Day Workshop Residency:
 
 Day 1 (1 hour)
 
 Playwriting: Students will learn the four elements of playwriting (setting, 
 character, confl ict, dialogue). Students will see an example of a student-written 
 play performed live in their classroom by FST teaching artists. Together, students 
 and teaching artists will brainstorm and improvise a short class play.

 Sketch Comedy: Students will learn the fundamentals of improvisation and 
 short scenes using fun, high-energy theatre games designed to inspire creativ-
 ity. Students will learn the elements and structure of sketch comedy. They will 
 also be advised on how to develop punchlines, incorporate pop culture ref-
 erences, write spoofs, parodies, satires and more! Students, individually or in 
 a small group,  will complete the fi rst draft of a 2-minute play or sketch.
 
 Screenwriting: A new offering for the 2009-2010 Season. Students   
 learn the fundamentals of writing for fi lm or  television. They will explore
 format, style and genre.  

 Day 2 (1 hour)
 
 Under the guidance of FST teaching artists, students will work with a part-
 ner to edit and revise the fi rst draft of their play or sketch. Students will 
 fi nalize their 2-minute play or sketch. Students will get the opportunity to 
 “cast” their plays or sketches by choosing classmates who will serve
  as actors and assist them in the reading of their play or sketch on Day 3.

 Day 3 (1 hour)
 
 Under the guidance of FST teaching artists, the student actors will perform
  readings of  2-minute plays/sketches for the class. Students will receive 
 fi nal comments and suggestions on how to improve their play or sketch 
 prior to submission to the Young Playwrights Festival.
